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Delicate Dedications

On the first Sunday in May, the 3rd, we have
an opportunity during our service to dedicate
the babies and children of our congregation.
A baby or child dedication is a welcoming of
the young person to our congregation,
similar to the ritual of baptism. There is no
age limit on the person being dedicated. The
parents are welcome to invite family
members and friends to this service as a
way to welcome their children formally to our
congregation. Parents will have an
opportunity to share their values with their
children and announce their names to the
congregation. Children will also reaffirm their
commitment to their peers. It is also the time
when the congregation formally recognizes
their relationship to the children and families
within our congregation by making a
promise to walk with them in their growth
and development, especially their spiritual
development. We will anoint each child with
water, and provide a flower to them and their
family as a symbol of their individuality. This
ritual is a common one in Unitarian
Universalist churches and will form part of
the service, but not the whole, and we offer
it to friends and members of the
congregation.

Every once in a while, something happens in
our lives that feels like our planet is tilted,
just a little bit, in a direction we don't expect.
Maybe we need to move out of town to deal
with the economy. Maybe we go into the
hospital for unexpected surgery. Maybe
someone we know needs extra prayers and
good thoughts for their own situation. Some
of you have experienced what | call pastoral
care, which is an important part of any
minister's work with a congregation. In
working with different people, I've found that
there are some situations our members and
friends are experiencing and didn’'t know
they could request pastoral care. Without
further ado, here is a list of things you may
request from your minister:

A visit in the hospital during a
hospital stay

A visit in the hospital prior to surgery
for conversation and support

Phone contact if you prefer to not
meet in person

Visits at home post surgery, or for
other life changes, and losses
The rule of thumb: if you've got something
on your mind, or you've lit a candle during
joys and concerns, please call the minister.

What happens after we visit? Depending on
the need for confidentiality (all visits are
confidential unless stated) the minister will
communicate the concerns to the caring
committee for follow-up support as needed
or requested.

Children’s Life Span
Education Program

Our Pre-K - 2™ and 3" - 5™ grade classes
have just concluded the series on the 5"
Principle: the right of conscience and the
use of the democratic process within our
congregations and in society at large
Simplified: all people need a voice). The
series was facilitated by Leslie Meehan
Egan and Ken Klick.

Through the use of classic games, such as
Simon Says, as well as several opportunities
for role-play, various decision-making
circumstances were presented. Some
decisions needed to be made for an
individual; other decisions needed to be
made for the whole group. Our students
learned the various methods of decision
making (authoritarian, democracy,
representative democracy, consensus and
random chance) as well as situations where
each may be the preferred method.

We wrapped this session up by discussing
our individual roles in the process and how
we can best ensure that everyone has the
chance to be heard on matters that affect
them, their families and their community.
These included educating yourself on
issues, standing up and taking action,
building a network of people with shared
ideas, encouraging others to stand up for
themselves and most of all being willing to
discuss others ideas openly and
respectfully.

Having been involved for a long time with
Election Reform issues, | was especially
excited to have the opportunity to open this
discussion with the children. Their depth of
understanding and natural sense of justice
gives one hope for a truly fair and peaceful
world in their future.

Our 6" - 8" graders had their first official
monthly social action meeting on March 1
with three in attendance. Undaunted, they
began to work a plan to build their vision for
this group and the projects they wish to take
on. This work was continued from week to
week slowly building on their vision until the
mission statement below was drafted.

I, for one, am very proud of the efforts,
excitement and determination this group has
shown and look forward to its success and
expansion. Once again, | would like to ask
that all parents of 6" - 8" grade children
please encourage them to attend at least the
monthly meetings which will take place on
the first Sunday of every month.

To help our fellow communities, we, the
PCUUC 6-8" graders, promote a positive
impact, a helping hand, an open mind
and a loving heart.

Building Committee
Trip to UU Church in
Peoria

In an effort to understand what is required
to build a church building for PCUUC, on
January 17", Rev. Elizabeth Harding,
Mike Merritt, and Lynn Hepler drove down
to Peoria to see a recently completed
project. We visited the Universalist
Unitarian Church of Peoria. This article is
the second in our series of what we are
learning about what it will take to build a
building of our own.

We met at the new church facility and
were given a tour of their new building.
The building is sited on 13 wooded acres
on a ravine, and the land committee has
restored some of the woodland and put in
trails (We were all jealous). The building,
mowed areas and parking lot takes up two
to three acres of the site. They have
parking for 100 cars, but they feel they
should have planned for more parking to
allow for growth.

The features of the building they drew
attention to were:

The three wings of the building
feed off of a central core, and are
interconnected so it was very easy
(and accessible) to go from the
sanctuary to the fellowship hall or
to the RE section.

The entire building was on one
floor.

Each wing could be closed off; if
the space were used for rentals,
the rental party wouldn’t
necessarily have access to the
whole building.

The RE area could be operated as
a day care center and is
segregated from the rest of the
building. They noted you really
have to plan for that kind of usage
up front.

RE had a variety of classrooms
with bathrooms easily accessible.
Some of the bathrooms were
directly in the classrooms -
particularly the nursery. The
classrooms all fed into a large
open space they could use for
games and gathering all the RE
classes together.

They don't have a mortgage! It's
all paid off.

The process took four years from the time
the decision was made to sell the old
building and facilities until they were in
their new facility. The decision was
pushed along by the hospital, located on
the next lot, with continuing overtures
about buying the land. The church
building committee emphasized the
importance of transparency in their
processes as they proceeded, since this
was an emotional decision for the
congregants. They had been in their old
church since the early 1900’s.

The long range planning committee and
building committee worked with the
congregation on determining their needs.
The building committee had liaisons to
each of the congregation’s subcommittees
to make sure each group had the ear of
the building committee. Through surveys
they identified their needs -- for their
current activities as well as what they
thought they might need for growth. They
decided what kind of church they wanted
to be and decided they wanted to remain
in Peoria proper and not be a suburban
church. Survey results were distributed to
the membership.

They worked with an architect to
determine what kind of footprint the
desired facility would have and what a
remodel of their old facility would look like.

In this phase they also got a rough budget
together for six options. Three options
were focused on staying in their old
building and remodeling. A real estate
search revealed that no extant facility
would meet their needs, so three options
focused on moving to a new site and
building new facilities.

All  options were brought to the
congregation for a long meeting and a
vote. The congregants were given time to
examine the options in advance and come
to the meeting with questions. After a
review of the various options, the
congregation conducted a round of
elimination voting. In each round of
voting, the option with the least votes was
eliminated from the mix, and a new vote
was taken until they came up with the final
option. An important point the minster
made was that they lost some members
even though the process was designed to
let all people have as much input as
possible. This is a tough project. However,
they are still a strong and robust
congregation and have grown since the
building was completed.

From the very beginning they were
working with an architect. They originally
felt the money form the old building would
be enough but, once underway, they
found the architect underestimated the
cost significantly. The total project ended
up being about $4 million, which included
$220,000 for the restoration of their organ
and $90,000 for the refurbishment of their
stained glass (lovely windows taken from
the old building). The result was that they
presented a variety of floor plans to the
congregation that would be within budget
and rounds of voting determined the final
footprint of the facility.

A subcommittee of the building committee
— the aesthetics committee — worked to
come up with the interior appointments:
color schemes, bulletin board location
(apparently this was a hot topic of
conversation), carpets and interior details.

They were pleased with the process they
used. It built consensus on the building
committee before taking options to the
congregation. The committee members
may not have gotten precisely what they
wanted, but the agreed that they could live
with the alternatives the committee
devised. The decision-making process
was entirely transparent.

They moved into this building three years
ago after selling their old property — a
church and a house next door to the
church — to the local hospital that wanted
to expand. The sale of their old property
netted about $3.5 million and they fund
conducted a capital campaign to raise the
$500,000 necessary to complete the
building project in four months. They
indicated the project was challenging but
made easier by having money!!!

The capital money raised by the funds
drive was due in installments over three
years. Based on the capital drive, they
got a loan to complete the project. Various
acknowledgements were available to
donors commensurate with their giving
level (hames on plaques and the like).

In all, the process worked well for them
and they have a beautiful building to
worship in. They had some things going
for them, most notably, a significant base
of money to work with. They also had a
common vision and a goal. The results are
outstanding.
