Prairie Pathways
Campaign

Our church  community is
composed of none other than
ourselves; its vitality is our
vitality; its resources are our
own; its worth is composed of
what we give to it. We give to it
that which we can give, in all the
ways we can. We are the
Church, and our support is its
life.

We have come to the time of year when we
all take a moment to reflect on what PCUUC
means to us and renew our financial
commitment that we make as members.

This year we have named our pledge
campaign Prairie Pathways. The idea
behind this name is that PCUUC is the path
we have all chosen to walk along together to
explore and apply our seven principles, and
continue our religious journeys.

As we begin to think about our commitment
to PCUUC, let us think of commitment in the
larger context of stewardship rather than the
narrower view of fundraising. While it is
important that we raise funds to keep our
church community running, it is equally
important that we understand our role as
stewards of the church community.

Let us take the view that stewardship is a
spiritual act. These spiritual acts include the
joyful sharing of time, talent and money, the
willingness to support our congregation’s
mission and the willingness to take up
volunteer efforts  to support  our
congregational life and growth.
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In this context, stewardship encompasses a
much broader definition than simply giving
money. Stewardship becomes the growing,
nurturing, promoting, building and expanding
of our spiritual journey by way of our church
community.

As you approach your financial contribution
to PCUUC this year, think through why you
are giving. Think through what you are
giving in all the ways you can.

In a seminar in 1998, Stephen Gray, the
Indiana Kentucky Conference Minister for
the United Church of Christ said:

“All we have is just on loan. Whether it is
our next breath, the food we eat, what is in
our pocketbooks; it is on loan and we cannot
take it with us when we go. We have the
opportunity to use these resources to help
care for others and those less fortunate than
ourselves as a sign of gratitude, and the
essential question is not how much we can
afford to give, but how much we can afford
to keep.”

Why do we give?

Out of a sense of gratitude.  Giving can be
a way of saying thanks for the gifts that have
been bestowed upon us. We give because
we acknowledge that we are fortunate to
have already received many gifts. Giving
can feel like an act of worship, a celebration
for abundance.

To add meaning to our lives.

There is really nothing bad about feeling
good. Giving is truly one of the great joys of
life. Giving provides a depth of purpose that
peels away several layers of our day-to-day
superficiality. Giving takes us away from
navel gazing and helps us to focus beyond
our physical boundaries.

Because we like to help people.

We are, by nature, predisposed to be
helpful. If we believe in the case that is
being made, we will be motivated by the
benefit that others will receive from our gifts.

In response to the people we trust.

The most spiritual stewardship is relational
and personal rather than institutional. We
give our gifts, call and spiritual vocation to

people we admire, to people who have a
high level of integrity. We will give a
financial gift, for example, to someone who
we believe has given a meaningful gift of
their own. This implies, of course, that
people cannot ask us to give something
before they have given abundantly of their
gifts, call and spiritual vocation.

Because we believe in the organization’s
mission.

When we are passionately connected to our
faith community, we readily give of
ourselves. Even if we are not closely
attached to our congregation, we will give if
a strong mission-driven case is presented to
us.

Because someone asks.

It should not be surprising that many of us
find it hard to ask others for gifts, call and
spiritual vocation. But we often give willingly
to someone who musters the courage to
ask.

As we head into planning for the next church
year we are asking that you reaffirm your
commitment to our church community in all
the ways you can.

How much time and what talent can you
share with our community? How much
money can Yyou contribute to our
community? How will you support our
church mission and what volunteer activities
will you take up in support of our
congregational life and growth? Begin to
work through these questions for yourself
and then, over the next few months, set
about acting on your answers.

We are planning on regular communication
with you over the next several weeks. In
this series of communications, we are
hoping to paint a picture that allows you to
make the best decision for yourself in
regards to your financial commitment to
PCUUC. Some areas we will focus on are:
how much church costs per person, what
our budget looks like and how it breaks
down into the different categories of
expenses, what our past giving campaigns
have yielded and how giving has been
distributed, our goals for the upcoming year
(including the BHAGS we have been
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discussing) and all of the different ways you
can contribute financially.

Please feel free to reach out and open a
dialogue of your own with your fellow
congregants. Stewardship and giving are
vital to our sustainability as a community.
Discussing our community’'s health and
welfare is not taboo, it is good stewardship.
We should all be available to discuss all the
ways to give.

Chancel Decoration Procedure

To allow our community to celebrate and
honor a special person or event in their life,
the Worship Committee, Caring Committee
and Reverend Harding have developed a
Chancel Decoration Procedure.

When a member of the congregation would
like to commemorate or honor a person or
event by purchasing flowers to decorate the
chancel, they should send and e-mail to:

flowers-worship@pcuuc.org

This email address will go to a designated
member of the Worship Committee and a
designated member of the Caring
Committee. The Worship Committee
member is then responsible for contacting
the Administrator to put a listing in the Order
of Service. The Caring Committee member
is responsible for collecting the information
about the member and who the flowers are
dedicated to and putting that information in
the next month’s newsletter.

The member of the congregation is
responsible for bringing the flowers on the
Sunday chosen by the member. The
Worship Committee member is responsible
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for communicating the chosen week to the
Service Leader and Coordinator so that,
during set-up, the Service Leader may assist
the member in placing them in an area
where the flowers are visible to the
community. The Caring Committee member
is responsible for a follow-up with the
member who chose flowers and making an
offer of caring (sending a card, phone call)
towards that member if the member
indicates a recent loss.

Once the worship service is over, the
Service Leader and the member who chose
the flowers is responsible for deciding who
will care for the flowers after the service.

Book Group

Karen Armstrong's “The Case for God”
Moving from the Paleolithic age to the
present, Karen Armstrong details the great
lengths to which humankind has gone in
order to experience a sacred reality that it
called by many names such as God,
Brahman, Nirvana, Allah or Dao. Focusing
especially on Christianity but including
Judaism, Islam, Buddhism, Hinduism and
Chinese spiritualities, Armstrong examines
the diminished impulse toward religion in our
own time when a significant number of
people either want nothing to do with God or
question the efficacy of faith. Why has God
become unbelievable? Why is it that atheists
and theists alike now think and speak about
God in a way that veers so profoundly from
the thinking of our ancestors?

Answering these questions with the same
depth of knowledge and profound insight

that have marked all her acclaimed books,
Armstrong makes clear how the changing
face of the world has necessarily changed
the importance of religion at both the
societal and the individual level. And she
makes a powerful, convincing argument for
drawing on the insights of the past in order
to build a faith that speaks to the needs of
our dangerously polarized age. Yet she
cautions us that religion was never
supposed to provide answers that lie within
the competence of human reason; that, she
says, is the role of logos. The task of religion
is “to help us live creatively, peacefully and
even joyously with realities for which there
are no easy explanations.”
