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From Your President 
 
I wanted to follow up on my message in last 
month's newsletter with an update on the 
next few Board meetings.  As you may 
recall, the Board is inviting members to 
attend upcoming Board meetings during 
which we will discuss specific topics of 
importance to the congregation (in addition 
to our usual agenda).  In March, that topic 
will be our 2010-2011 church budget.  
  
The Board is interested in hearing 
perspectives on budget priorities of 
importance to members.  As many of you 
know, this year the congregation agreed to a 
deficit budget of roughly $12,000.  At last 
year's congregational meeting, we knew we 
had the reserves to cover this expense.  And 
as it has turned out, with all of your help, we 
seem likely to run a much smaller deficit and 
use fewer reserves than anticipated. 
  
However, the Board is concerned about the 
notion of running two consecutive deficits.  
This is one reason we would like thoughts 
and perspectives from the members in 
advance of our June congregational 
meeting, the completion of our annual 
pledge drive and final submissions of 
committee budget proposals. 
  
Thanks in advance to anyone willing to offer 
their thoughts on this important topic.  This 
meeting will be held on Thursday, March 
25th, in the basement meeting room at State 
Bank of the Lakes in Grayslake, 50 
Commerce Drive, off of Center St.

Book Group – Next Meeting March 21st 
Karen Armstrong's “The Case for God” 
Moving from the Paleolithic age to the 
present, Karen Armstrong details the great 
lengths to which humankind has gone in 
order to experience a sacred reality that it 
called by many names such as God, 

Brahman, Nirvana, Allah or Dao.  Focusing 
especially on Christianity but including 
Judaism, Islam, Buddhism, Hinduism and 
Chinese spiritualities, Armstrong examines 
the diminished impulse toward religion in our 
own time when a significant number of 
people either want nothing to do with God or 
question the efficacy of faith. Why has God 
become unbelievable? Why is it that atheists 
and theists alike now think and speak about 
God in a way that veers so profoundly from 
the thinking of our ancestors? 

                  
 
Answering these questions with the same 
depth of knowledge and profound insight 
that have marked all her acclaimed books, 
Armstrong makes clear how the changing 
face of the world has necessarily changed 
the importance of religion at both the 
societal and the individual level. And she 
makes a powerful, convincing argument for 
drawing on the insights of the past in order 
to build a faith that speaks to the needs of 
our dangerously polarized age.  Yet she 
cautions us that religion was never 
supposed to provide answers that lie within 
the competence of human reason; that, she 
says, is the role of logos. The task of religion 
is “to help us live creatively, peacefully and 
even joyously with realities for which there 
are no easy explanations.”
